Congress Asking for Changes 

Businesses Fined for Illegal Workers 
The federal immigration 

officials are imposing fines 

of thousands of dollars all 

over New England for not 

proving that all of their em-

ployees are in the United 

States legally. These com-

panies range from Fenway 

Park to small town Maine 

blueberry growers. From 

2008, the fines have          

increased a major amount. 

In 2008, they were $14,534 

and this year it is $118,000. 

These fines are part of 

Obama’s new immigration 

plans. Instead of focusing on 

punishing the immigrants 

themselves, they are now 

focused on the businesses 

that hire them in hopes that it 

will decrease the number of 

job opportunities. Less      

people are getting put in jail 

through this plan. Two years 

ago, 6,000 immigrants were 

locked up. Last year only 

1,664 were thrown in jail and 

this year, only 187.  Nation-

ally, there were over 2,000 

companies audited for their 

employees I-9 forms that 

state the individual is legally 

in the US. There were $6.95 

million in 

fines, which is 

ten times the 

amount of two 

years ago.
